Language Arts- We looked at nonfiction texts again this week, recognizing features and comparing books. We also learned the strategy “use pictures, illustrations and diagrams to expand vocabulary”, nonfiction books helped with this too! We wrote final drafts from a journal entry, practiced rhyming words and vowel patterns, used play dough to practice spelling, and our usual reading groups! 





Science- We wrapped up our Human Body unit with AWESOME presentations of our research project. We started looking at the Earth this week, starting with layers of the soil.
